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The TCS-FL generally follows BSCA-SL rules from the previous spring season. The "Laws of our 

game" table was extracted from the BSCA-SL web site in 2007 and modified slightly for TCS-FL. 

The single difference now existing between TCS-FL and BSCA-SL is highlighted in yellow. 

Our games are governed by the most current edition of FIFA's Laws of the Game (pdf format) with 

the variations listed on the chart below. If nothing is listed in a cell in the chart below, there is no 

variation from FIFA's rules.
